38 Then He said to them in His teaching, “Beware of the scribes, who desire to 

go around in long robes, love greetings in the marketplaces, 39 the best seats 

in the synagogues, and the best places at feasts, 40 who devour widows’ 

houses, and [a]for a pretense make long prayers. These will receive greater 

condemnation.” 

41 Now Jesus sat opposite the treasury and saw how the people put 

money into the treasury. And many who were rich put in much. 42 Then one 

poor widow came and threw in two [b]mites, which make a [c]quadrans. 43 So He 

called His disciples to Himself and said to them, “Assuredly, I say to you 

that this poor widow has put in more than all those who have given to the 

treasury; 44 for they all put in out of their abundance, but she out of her poverty 

put in all that she had, her whole livelihood.” 

 

 

24 For Christ has not entered the holy places made with hands, which 

are [a]copies of the true, but into heaven itself, now to appear in the presence 

of God for us; 25 not that He should offer Himself often, as the high priest 

enters the Most Holy Place every year with blood of another— 26 He then 

would have had to suffer often since the foundation of the world; but now, once 

at the end of the ages, He has appeared to put away sin by the sacrifice of 

Himself. 27 And as it is appointed for men to die once, but after this the 

judgment, 28 so Christ was offered once to bear the sins of many. To those 

who eagerly wait for Him He will appear a second time, apart from sin, for 

salvation. 
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
