12 Therefore, brethren, we are debtors—not to the flesh, to live according to the

flesh. 3 For if you live according to the flesh you will die; but if by the Spirit you put
to death the deeds of the body, you will live. ** For as many as are led by the Spirit of
God, these are sons of God. * For you did not receive the spirit of bondage again to
fear, but you received the Spirit of adoption by whom we cry

out, “Abba,® Father.” *® The Spirit Himself bears witness with our spirit that we are
children of God, " and if children, then heirs—heirs of God and joint heirs with
Christ, if indeed we suffer with Him, that we may also be glorified together.

2" Scripture Reading: Isaiah 6:1-8 (NKJV)

6 In the year that King Uzziah died, | saw the Lord sitting on a throne, high and lifted
up, and the train of His robe filled the temple. 2 Above it stood seraphim; each one had
six wings: with two he covered his face, with two he covered his feet, and with two he
flew. * And one cried to another and said: “Holy, holy, holy is the LORD of hosts;

The whole earth is full of His glory!”

% And the posts of the door were shaken by the voice of him who cried out, and the
house was filled with smoke.

%S0 I said: “Woe is me, for I am Blundone! Because | am a man of unclean lips,
And | dwell in the midst of a people of unclean lips; for my eyes have seen the King,
The LORD of hosts.”
