Through his Word we find freedom and peace for our
thinking, because it is not that we have no problem or that they end immediately, but that God gives
us the strength to resist, the wisdom to resolve and freedom through His Word.

All we have to do is trust what Jesus tells us if we want to be free from our negative emotions in our
lives and let the peace and love of God always rein in us.
