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Elijah Revives the Widow’s Son 

17 Now it happened after these things that the son of the woman who 
owned the house became sick. And his sickness was so [a]serious 

that [b]there was no breath left in him. 18 So she said to Elijah, “What 

have I to do with you, O man of God? Have you come to me to bring 
my sin to remembrance, and to kill my son?” 

19 And he said to her, “Give me your son.” So he took him out of her 

arms and carried him to the upper room where he was staying, and laid 
him on his own bed. 20 Then he cried out to the LORD and said, 

“O LORD my God, have You also brought tragedy on the widow with 
whom I lodge, by killing her son?” 21 And he stretched himself out on 

the child three times, and cried out to the LORD and said, “O LORD my 
God, I pray, let this child’s soul come back to him.” 22 Then 

the LORD heard the voice of Elijah; and the soul of the child came back 
to him, and he revived. 

23 And Elijah took the child and brought him down from the upper room 

into the house, and gave him to his mother. And Elijah said, “See, your 
son lives!” 

24 Then the woman said to Elijah, “Now by this I know that you are a 
man of God, and that the word of the LORD in your mouth is the truth.” 

 

12 Is this not the word that we told you in Egypt, saying, ‘Let us alone 

that we may serve the Egyptians’? For it would have been better for us 
to serve the Egyptians than that we should die in the wilderness.” 

 
13 And Moses said to the people, “Do not be afraid. Stand still, and see 

the salvation[a] of the LORD, which He will accomplish for you today. For 
the Egyptians whom you see today, you shall see again no more 

forever. 
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
