Matthew 28:16-20 (NKJV) 

 

The Great Commission 
16 Then the eleven disciples went away into Galilee, to the mountain which 

Jesus had appointed for them. 17 When they saw Him, they worshiped Him; but 

some doubted. 
18 And Jesus came and spoke to them, saying, “All authority has been given to 

Me in heaven and on earth. 19 Go [a]therefore and make disciples of all the 

nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the 

Holy Spirit, 20 teaching them to observe all things that I have commanded you; 

and lo, I am with you always, even to the end of the age.” [b]Amen. 

 
Second Scripture Reading: 
 

Jonah 3:1-5 (NKJV) 

 

Jonah Preaches at Nineveh 

3 Now the word of the LORD came to Jonah the second time, saying, 2 “Arise, 

go to Nineveh, that great city, and preach to it the message that I tell you.” 3 So 

Jonah arose and went to Nineveh, according to the word of the LORD. Now 

Nineveh was an exceedingly great city, [a]a three-day journey in extent. 4 And 

Jonah began to enter the city on the first day’s walk. Then he cried out and 

said, “Yet forty days, and Nineveh shall be overthrown!”                                                                                                         

The People of Nineveh Believe 
5 So the people of Nineveh believed God, proclaimed a fast, and put on 

sackcloth, from the greatest to the least of them. 

 

Jonah 3:10 
10 Then God saw their works, that they turned from their evil way; and God 

relented from the disaster that He had said He would bring upon them, and He 

did not do it. 
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
